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Ambassador Magoshi Attends Handover Ceremony of a Japan-
funded Medical Equipment for Tafaol Primary Healthcare Center
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On 24 November 2025, Ambassador MAGOSHI Masayuki attended the handover ceremony of essential medical equipment to Tafaol
Association, supported by the Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects (GGP), in the presence of Mr. Hussein Askar,
Executive Director of Tafaol Association.

Mashaal Medical Center, established by the Tafaol Association in Hawesh Al Haremah, West Bekaa, in 2019, has been delivering
essential primary healthcare services to the most vulnerable populations in an area where it operates as the only primary healthcare
facility. Given its vital role in responding to urgent medical needs of the most vulnerable patients, Japan supported the center through
the provision of critical medical equipment for its ophthalmology and obstetrics/gynecology departments. This support now enables
more than 4,500 patients annually to access necessary medical services at affordable costs, enhancing healthcare services and
contributing to community well-being.

During the ceremony, Ambassador MAGOSHI reaffirmed Japan has always attached great importance to the recovery of the health
sector in Lebanon and highlighted the importance of this initiative in providing the necessary health infrastructure for the dispensary
to meet the growing primary healthcare needs in the region. In return, Mr. Hussein Askar, Executive Director of Tafaol Association,
expressed his deep appreciation for Japan’s generous support, noting that the new equipment will significantly strengthen the Center’s
ability to serve vulnerable communities in West Bekaa. He highlighted that Tafaol’s eight medical centers have already provided
more than half a million healthcare services, and that this project will further expand access to essential ophthalmology and
obstetrics/gynecology care. He reaffirmed Tafaol’s commitment to continuing its mission of serving marginalized populations and
emphasized that Japan’s support represents a meaningful contribution to safeguarding the dignity and well-being of patients in the
region.
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
